recently re-published in Vikings's Firebird line), Hannah’s Garden (a
contemporary faery novel for young adult readers), and FExcept the
Queen (a contemporary faery novel for adult readers, co-authored
with Jane Yolen). Her short stories have appeared in numerous
publications; her nonfiction has appeared in Realms of Fantasy and
other magazines, and in essay collections including Mirror, Mirror on
the Wall: Women Writers Explore Themr Favorite Fairy Tales.
Midort’s uncommon multicultural background gives her fiction its distinctive flavor, inspired by the myths,
folkways, and cultures of peoples around the world.

= The paper must follow Mythlore style guidelines and should be between 4,000 and 9,000 words in
length. The finished paper must be submitted electronically to the chair at least ten days before the
first day of Mythcon. The deadline for Mythcon 47 1s July 26.

= Applicants must be accepted in or currently enrolled in an undergraduate or graduate program at
the time their abstract was submuitted.

= Applicants must attend Mythcon and present the paper to qualify for the award.

= The awards committee will consist of the Mythcon Paper Coordinator, the editor of Mythlore, the
Mythopoeic Press secretary, and up to two other Society members if needed.

= The winner will receive a certificate, a one-year subscription to Mythlore, and half-off registration
for the next Mythcon he or she attends. The winner 1s also strongly encouraged to submit the paper
to Mythlore for consideration.

®  The winner will be announced at the Mythcon banquet and on the society’s website, as well as in
Mpythlore and Mythprint.

Transportation

Alr travelers are advised to fly into San Antonio International Airport (SA'T). Since it is the only airport in
San Antonio, we think i1t would be silly to fly into another airport! SAT 1s served by many major airlines,
including American, Delta, InterJet, United, and Southwest. The Omni Colonnade Hotel operates free
shuttle service between the airport and hotel. If you are driving, cars may be parked at the hotel free of
charge. San Antonio 1s also served by Amtrak and by major bus lines. The hotel is located at 9827
Colonnade Blvd, San Antonio, TX 78230.

Complimentary Shuttle Service

The Omni Colonnade operates complimentary shuttle transportation to and from the San Antonio
International Airport. Shuttle service begins at 6 AM and ends at 10 PM. The shuttle is subject to
availability on a first come, first served basis. Please note that other hotel guests will be using the shuttle as
well. The shuttle can accommodate up to 11 individuals with luggage.
